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English L.anguage Learning

To facilitate English language learning, a wide range of activities were organized. The highlights are
as follows:

A. Whole School Programs

® Online Libraries and Reading Reward Scheme

One of the major concerns of our school and our department was to promote reading and motivate
students to be regular readers. As such, Raz-Kids was adopted in S.1-S.3 and Scholastic Literacy Pro
Library was introduced to S.4-S.5 students. Students were assigned to read online books and listen
to the audio recordings according to their English proficiency. In addition, S.1 and S.2 students
participated in a reading reward scheme. Each class was assigned to read 5 books and complete
Google Forms afterwards. More than 30 students with top participation rates were awarded with
book prizes.

® AVisit to Fun to Read

The annual trip to an English bookshop Fun to Read in Kwun Tong was organized in April. A group of
book lovers from S.1 to S.4 chose books for the school library and purchased English books for
themselves.

® Various English clubs and societies

All English teachers were dedicated to helping with various English activities throughout the school
year. The NET teacher was in charge of the English Club and organized ‘Movie of the Month’,
English Society, Creative Writing Class, and Yoga in English. An English Board Game Club was
launched this year. The English Debate Team was divided into junior and senior levels to cater for
different students’ needs and abilities. Coaches met at least twice a week before the competitions.
Sometimes online meetings were launched during weekends. Students are devoted to the matches
and do put extra efforts to strive for the best. Finally, our school English Debate Team has got flying
colors in the Hong Kong Secondary School Debating Competition (HKSSDC) and the UNSDGs
Debating Competition organized by the UNESCO Hong Kong. The team won the first runner-up and
best speaker awards in the 2022-2023 Hong Kong Secondary Schools Debating Competition (Term 1)
(Division 2) (Final Round). In the UNSDGs Debating Competition, our school won the champion and
the best speaker award in S.1, the 2nd runner-up in S.3, S.5, and S.6.

(B) Form Based Programs

® S.1 Exotic Animals Encounter

The aims of this activity were to arouse students’ interest in English and Science, to instil the value
‘Respect the nature’ and to enhance students’ vocabulary related to animals and the nature. The
activity was a big success and students liked meeting and touching the animals such as Lizard, Toad,
Snake and Turtle.
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® S.2 Plastic Free Sea Talk

In order to deepen students’ knowledge of environmental protection and raise their awareness of
the environment issues in Hong Kong, Plastic Free Sea, a NGO, came to our school to share
information and insights with students. Prior to the talk, an anticipation guide was used to review
what students knew about the topic and to generate their interest in the talk.

® S.2 KELY Group Workshops

The workshops were organized to raise students’ awareness against drugs and drinking. The
messages not only echoed the topic of addiction in the S.2 curriculum, but were also related to
value education: "care for others", "law-abidingness" and "empathy". The presentation this year
used comics to teach the concepts, which was suitable for our students. The workshops were
interactive. Students felt safe to talk about addiction.

® Hong Kong International Young Readers Festival —S.2 and S.3 Meet-the-author session
American author Axie Oh came to our school to do sharing in March. A reflection writing activity
was held for S.2-3 students. The students reflected on what they knew already and what they
learned after the talk. The winners were awarded autographed books.

® S.3andS.5Drama appreciation

The English drama ‘Midsummer Night Dream’ by William Shakespeare was staged during S.3
assembly. S.5 students joined the ‘From Page to Stage ® Programme organized by the AFTEC and
the play was called ‘Killer Thriller’. Both S.3 and S.5 students were engaged in the shows.

® S.6Inter-school Speaking Practices

To prepare the S.6 students for the HKDSE, inter-school speaking practices were organized. The
HKDSE English speaking paper has been cancelled for two years. These practices helped to build
students’ confidence to communicate with students from other schools in English.

»  English Enhancement Courses for S.4 and S.6 were organized by self-employed English instructor.
» The course was offered to eighteen selected S.4 students and sixteen selected S.6 students

» A total of 4 sessions were organized from November 2022 to December 2022 for S.4. The HKDSE
Paper 3 (Listening and Integrated Skills) Part B2 papers were used. Each lesson lasted 1.5 hours.

» A total of 22 sessions were organized from October 2022 to March 2023 for S.6. Online resources bank
from publishers were used. Each lesson lasted 1.5 hours.

Feedback:

1. Our English teachers agreed that the courses helped the more capable S.4 students understand more about the
criteria of B2 papers so students could be more well-prepared for the challenge.

2. In general, the S.6 students displayed improvement in their academic performance, with some even achieving
higher grades than expected. To facilitate better learning outcomes, future services could focus more on
addressing students' individual needs, in hope to achieve more promising grades in the future.

3. Our English teachers agreed that the courses helped to reduce their workload.

English Enhancement Courses for Pre-S.1 and Pre-S.2 were organized by outside service provider.

The courses were offered to all Pre-S.1 and Pre-S2 students. It was compulsory for students to attend the
courses.

A total of 4 sessions were organized on 21, 22, 24, 25 August, 2023.
The teaching items for Pre-S.1 course included classroom language, vocabulary building skills, use of
dictionary, phonics, irregular verbs, and agreement.

The teaching items for Pre-S.2 course included phonics, vocabulary building skills, use of dictionary,
irregular verbs and reading skills.

Feedback:

1.

The quality of the NET teachers and teaching assistants was fine. However, there were incidents, such as,
teacher absence and, inappropriate attire of teaching assistant. Although all the problems were solved, it is
suggested that we need to inform the service providers about the dress code in the future.

Most students behaved well but some students were absent because of travelling and reluctance to attend
summer courses. It is suggested that the Pre-S.1 and Pre-S2 courses should be replaced by other fun activities
and should be partly paid by the parents.

Evaluation reports of students will be submitted to the school by Synergy Education Provider Limited
Company at the end of the program within a month. It will arrive by the end of September.

» A total of 4 sessions were organized on 21, 22, 24, 25 August, 2023.

»  The teaching items for the course included learning English through songs and workplace English.

Feedback:

1. The quality of the NET teachers and teaching assistants was fine. The level of difficulty of materials was
appropriate.

2. Most students were well-behaved and the attendance was satisfactory, with a small number of students who
could not attend the course on certain days because of personal reasons.

3. Evaluation reports of students will be submitted to the school by Synergy Education Provider Limited
Company at the end of the program within a month. It will arrive by the end of September.

4.  Our English teachers agreed that the courses helped to reduce their workload.

(CMI S3/ CMI S5/ CMI S6).
