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English LLanguage Learning

To improve language awareness and boost students' English skills for both work and academic
contexts, various activities and programs were integrated into our English curriculum this academic
year.

(A)  Whole School Activities

®  Sharing in English during the morning assemblies

Each class was assigned to deliver an English presentation during the school's morning assemblies
to enhance students' confidence and improve their spoken English. Encouraged to learn more about
social issues and positive values, students tapped into their creativity and critical thinking as they
researched, organized, and shared their ideas with classmates. The wide variety of topics chosen by
students, from pollution to "Be an HYCer," promoted meaningful dialogue and a deeper
understanding of global challenges and values. This sharing helped students build confidence in
English and develop critical thinking skills.

® Various English Activities at Lunch Break

This year, our lunchtime English activities were thoughtfully designed to focus on academic
enrichment while aligning with the new curriculum, Social Issues (SOI). Among the core academic
activities, students participated in presentations to English Ambassadors, allowing them to develop
their public speaking and presentation skills in a supportive environment. Moreover, the Irregular
Verbs Challenge sparked enthusiasm among students, providing a competitive yet educational
platform for mastering verb forms, which were essential for effective communication in English.

Further enhancing our curriculum, activities such as the Revision of the Passive Voice and the
Reader Challenge encouraged critical thinking and comprehension skills. These activities not only
reinforced grammatical knowledge but also promoted a love for reading and literature, vital
components of language learning.

Aligned with the SOI curriculum, we introduced specific activities that encouraged a deeper
exploration of important topics. For instance, Form 1 students focused on plate names, fostering an
understanding of geological concepts while enhancing their English vocabulary. Similarly, Form 2
students engaged in "Discovering Environment," emphasizing observational skills through the
theme of "Eyes." These newly added SOI activities not only supported academic growth but also
encouraged students to connect language learning with real-world contexts, enriching their overall
educational experience.

® Diverse English clubs and societies

To further enrich our English-language offerings, an additional NET teacher joined our team,
enabling us to expand the range of activities available to students. We established various clubs and
societies designed to cater to diverse interests, with our NET teachers dedicating significant effort
to organizing engaging extracurricular activities. Notable examples included Cooking and Baking in
English and Hot Seats.

Our Battle of the Books program collaborated with the English Board Game Club this year to
promote reading. Twelve selected students competed in May's event, each reading twelve books.
The club carefully curated an appealing selection of age-appropriate literature, successfully
cultivating students' enthusiasm for reading while expanding their literary horizons.
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The English Debate Team achieved remarkable success in two major competitions this academic
year: the Hong Kong Secondary School Debating Competition and the UNSDGs Debating
Competition. Their outstanding performance was highlighted by winning the championship title in
the UNESCO Hong Kong Association's UNSDGs Debating Competition (S5 team), while our S4
debaters secured second runners-up honors in the same event. These accomplishments demonstrated
both the students' dedication and the effectiveness of the English Debate Team in developing
critical thinking and communication skills.

®  Week of Positivity

During Positive Week, students engaged in a variety of enriching English activities designed to
enhance their language skills and foster a supportive community. Selected students had the
opportunity to present positive values in English, showcasing their understanding of character and
ethics. The week featured a stimulating word search that encouraged vocabulary development,
alongside English-sharing sessions where students reflected on their learning experiences with peers.
Additionally, the introduction of a virtual Padlet allowed students to post thoughts and resources,
promoting collaboration and creativity.

(B)  Promotion of Reading Initiatives

®  Online Libraries and Reading Reward Scheme

Reading plays a fundamental role in English language acquisition and development. To support this,
our department implemented Raz-Kids, an interactive online library platform for S.1-S.3 students.
Teachers assigned leveled e-books complete with comprehension questions, with resources
carefully selected to integrate language learning across the curriculum while incorporating values
education. For senior forms, S.4 students accessed digital books through the Scholastic platform,
while S.5-S.6 students participated in the Wiseman Online Reading Programme to strengthen their
public examination preparation.

® Reading Reward Scheme

To further encourage reading engagement, all S.1 and S.2 students participated in our school-based
Reading Reward Scheme. Each form had six books selected by the English teachers, and after
reading each book, students completed follow-up assessments via Google Forms. To sustain
motivation, the top 20 students from each form, based on teacher evaluations, were awarded book
prizes in recognition of their reading achievements.

® Hong Kong International Young Readers Festival

Our school actively fostered literary appreciation through Meet-the-Author talks and specialized
workshops during the Hong Kong International Young Readers Festival. These interactive sessions
with published authors inspired students' passion for reading and writing. Selected high-achieving
students had the unique opportunity to participate in exclusive writers' workshops, where they
gained professional insights into advanced writing techniques and creative processes.

® 30th Anniversary Book Report Competition

Marking our school's milestone anniversary, we organized a values-focused book report
competition for all S.1-S.5 students. Participants critically analyzed the positive values
demonstrated in their chosen literature, drawing meaningful connections between textual themes
and personal character development. This competition not only enhanced students' analytical skills
but also reinforced the importance of values education through literary engagement.
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®  Drama Appreciation for S.2 and S.3 Students

During our annual Performance Art Appreciation Day in October, S.2 and S.3 students enjoyed a
special opportunity to experience Shakespeare's timeless tragedy, Romeo and Juliet. To prepare
students for this literary classic, we organized engaging pre-viewing activities that deepened their
understanding of the plot, characters, and themes.

The interactive performance proved particularly memorable as several students and teachers were
invited on stage to participate alongside the professional actors. This immersive approach brought
Shakespeare's language and drama to life in exciting new ways.

Following the performance, students reflected on their learning experiences through written
responses, demonstrating thoughtful engagement with both the artistic and literary aspects of the
production. The event was enthusiastically received by both students and teachers, who praised the
high-quality performance and valuable educational experience.

®  Cultivating Writing Skills

Our department cultivated students' writing skills through multiple tiered programs. The Creative
Writing Club served as an introductory platform, particularly engaging junior form students in
developing fundamental composition skills.

For advanced writers, we offered an intensive Enhancement Writing Course for S.3 elite students.
This course yielded outstanding results, with exemplary works receiving dual recognition: display
on our department's showcase board and publication in either the prestigious Best Writing
Anthology or the Young Post.

A notable achievement occurred when three S.6 students earned Certificates of Achievement in the
South China Morning Post's prestigious 'Brush Up Your Creativity!' Oral Health English Writing
Competition. This accomplishment not only demonstrated our students' writing prowess but also
affirmed the effectiveness of our department's comprehensive approach to writing instruction.

(C)  Form-based Activities

® S.2 Visit to Madame Tussauds Hong Kong

To make English learning engaging and interactive, we organized a Term 1 excursion for all S.2
students to Madame Tussauds Hong Kong. Beyond exploring the museum, students participated in
an informative and entertaining "Behind the Scenes" English session, where they interacted with an
English-speaking guide and asked questions. Follow-up worksheets were distributed to reinforce
their learning, ensuring the experience extended beyond the visit.

® S.2 Hong Kong Shark Foundation: English Talk

Aligned with the S.2 curriculum theme on endangered animals and environmental conservation, we
invited the Hong Kong Shark Foundation to deliver an educational talk. The session deepened
students’ understanding of shark conservation and actionable steps to protect marine life. To further
consolidate learning, students composed reflective essays on the topic. Moreover, one of our NET
teachers and S.2 English teachers collaborated with the foundation to host a poetry writing
competition on shark preservation, with winning entries receiving prizes sponsored by the
organization.
